The Teen Training Center will fulfill a 
growing need in our community as a facility dedicated to life-skills training that foster children often lack.  This new 
Signature Project is in the very early stages of development, and we look forward to your help in making a 
successful impact in our community through your Art Harvest sponsorship!
